1. General rules

1. "State educational standard of higher education. Basic rules™ (hereinafter referred to as
the State Education Standards):

general requirements for the quality of personnel training, the content of education;

the necessary and sufficient level of education of students and the general qualification
requirements for graduates of higher education institutions;

the size of the training load;

determines the procedures and mechanisms for evaluating the quality of the activities of
educational institutions and personnel training.

2. State educational standards are the basis for the development of relevant documents
(qualification requirements for undergraduate courses and master's degrees, curricula, educational
programs, etc.) that regulate the educational process, the activities of educational institutions,
personnel, and the quality assessment of the preparation of textbooks and training manuals.

are mandatory for all higher education institutions training personnel based on the state
educational standards of the Republic of Uzbekistan, regardless of the forms of departmental
subordination and ownership .
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Non-governmental educational organizations can carry out educational activities on the basis
of educational programs developed independently and specified in the license.

Procedure
for development, agreement, approval and registration of network standards.

3. Terms and definitions

The following terms are used in this national standard:

higher education - an independent type of continuous education carried out in higher
education institutions, consisting of two stages (bachelor's and master's degrees), training highly
qualified specialists;

Bachelor 's degree is a basic higher education with a duration of at least three years,
providing in-depth knowledge, qualifications and skills in one of the areas of higher education;

master's degree is a higher education of at least one year duration in a specific specialty
based on a relevant bachelor's degree;

higher education level - the result of a person's assimilation of certain educational plans
and educational programs of higher education with the issuance of an appropriate state document
about this information;

state document on higher education (diploma) is a document of the state model issued to
graduates of accredited higher education institutions and confirming that they have completed the
curricula and educational programs of higher education. The document gives the right to continue
studying at the next stages of continuous education or to work in accordance with the academic degree
obtained;

classification of higher education fields and specialties — a systematic list of bachelor's
education fields and master's degrees for the training of highly educated personnel,;

qualification requirements - requirements for the knowledge, skills and competencies of a
graduate of the relevant stage of higher education;

standard period of training - the period set for the mastering of educational plans and
educational programs by learners;

block of academic subjects - sets of subjects specified in the curriculum are divided into
"compulsory subjects” block and "elective subjects" block, as a rule;

Curriculum - a document that defines the types of educational activities, the composition
of academic subjects and courses, the consistency of their study, the number of hours and credits for
the entire period of education in a specific bachelor's degree or master's specialty of higher education;

educational load — the volume of academic hours necessary for mastering educational
programs;

academic subject - a system of knowledge and skills selected from the relevant scientific,
industrial, economic, social fields, which must be mastered in a specific educational direction and
specialization during the educational process;

academic year - a period of educational activity intended to complete one educational
course at a higher educational institution. An academic year is defined by two calendar years, for
example, the academic year 2021/2022;

academic semester is a part of a higher education institution that is intended to master a
certain set of interrelated subjects and is completed by a final examination, making up half of the
academic year. In some cases, the academic semester may be one third of the academic year;

Curriculum - a document that specifies the main topics, content, optimal methods of
mastering, and information sources of the educational subject defining the content of education;



gualification practice - a part of the educational process that is conducted to strengthen
theoretical knowledge, create practical skills, and collect materials on the subject of a certain (final)
part of curricula and educational programs;

final state attestation - the process of assessing the mastery level and quality of higher
education curriculum and training programs by a graduate based on certain requirements and
procedures (state attestation in subjects, graduation qualification work or master's thesis defense) in
accordance with the qualification requirements set for the bachelor's or master's academic degree;

control of the quality of teaching — checking the level of knowledge of the learner and
determining the level of mastering the educational program;

control of the quality of education — verification of the compliance of the content and
results of education with the requirements of the state educational standards;

attestation of a higher education institution is the main form of state control for evaluating
the activity of a higher education institution in accordance with state educational standards and
determining the content, level and quality of personnel training;

accreditation of a higher education institution - the level of activity of a higher education
institution meets the criteria and requirements of the state educational standards and the state
recognition of the right of graduates to issue documents on higher education;

gaining experience (gaining experience in production, in a scientific research
institution, abroad) — mastering the target professional education curriculum and training programs
for the master's specialty, developing the integration of education with science and production for the
purpose of forming scientific and research competencies in master's students achievements in
scientific and technical development and conducting scientific research on the basis of modern
techniques and technologies in economy, science, defense, technology, culture and health and other
sectors.

4. General requirements for the content of curricula and training programs of higher
education majors and specialties

4.1. Undergraduate

Curricula and educational programs of higher education baccalaureate courses are developed
on the basis of state education standards of higher education, qualification requirements of
baccalaureate courses, ensuring consistency and continuity with general secondary and secondary
special, professional education. Curriculum includes a block of compulsory subjects (compulsory
subjects) and a block of optional subjects (elective subjects).

The content of the blocks in the curriculum can be changed according to the educational
directions and specializations and specific features of the relevant fields.

In mastering the curricula and educational programs of undergraduate courses, it should be
assumed that, along with classroom training, students should perform independent training in
academic subjects and receive independent knowledge.

The educational process of undergraduate education courses is completed with the final state
certification in accordance with the curricula.

Study plans and training programs are developed based on the credit-module system. In
some (necessary) cases, curricula and training programs can be developed based on the rating
(evaluation) system.

4.1.1. General requirements for the content of blocks of academic subjects:

The block of compulsory subjects requires in-depth mastering of subjects and enriches the
intellectual potential of students, forms the necessary fundamental knowledge, professional skills,
training and competences related to the field of study and the field, allows the graduate to engage in
professional activities in the chosen field and specialty, and to continue further education in a specific
master's specialty. should create a basis for it.

block of elective subjects should ensure the acquisition of additional in-depth theoretical and
practical knowledge and skills by undergraduate students, expansion of professional competences,



taking into account innovative methods and regional factors of the field, should provide an
opportunity to acquire professional knowledge and skills in accordance with educational trajectories.

4.1.2. General requirements for internships of undergraduate education.

Educational (introduction), production (clinical, creative and other) and pre-graduation
qualification practices must be provided for in educational plans and educational programs of specific
subjects in order for learners to acquire professional skills perfectly.

Internships are a mandatory part of the undergraduate education process and are aimed at
forming students' professional training, practical skills and competencies.

The following qualification practices are carried out during the training of bachelors:

educational (acquaintance) practice - introduction to economic sectors, relevant
organizations, institutions and enterprises, aimed at strengthening theoretical knowledge in natural-
scientific and general professional sciences;

production practice - focusing on strengthening theoretical knowledge from general and
specialized subjects and combining them with practical (production) processes, forming relevant
practical skills, competencies and qualifications;

pre-graduation practice - focuses on gathering and systematizing information for further
strengthening of professional skills in production (enterprises, organizations and institutions of the
relevant field), adaptation to professional activity, preparation of graduation qualification work;

Pedagogical practice is used for professional education and focuses on improving
pedagogical skills.

Other types of qualification practices may be used according to the specific characteristics
of the educational areas.

Each type of practice is carried out in accordance with the curriculum and the relevant
advanced enterprises, organizations and institutions of the economic sectors and the real sector,
foreign and joint enterprises, scientific organizations, educational, medical, cultural and other
institutions, in field conditions, in special experimental (polygon) facilities and held in others.

Organization, conduct of internships and determination of student evaluation criteria are
carried out by higher education institutions.

4.2. Master's degree

The content of master's degree majors' curricula and training programs is formed with the
aim of imparting deep fundamental and practical knowledge of the major as the primary and initial
stage of training highly qualified scientific and scientific-pedagogical personnel.

Curricula and curricula of higher education magisterial specialties are developed on the basis
of state educational standards of higher education, qualification requirements of magisterial
specialties, ensuring coherence and continuity with the curricula and curricula of undergraduate
educational fields. The curriculum includes a block of compulsory subjects (compulsory subjects), a
block of optional subjects (elective subjects) and a block of scientific activities.

The content of the blocks in the curriculum can be changed according to the educational
directions and specializations and specific features of the relevant fields.

In mastering the curricula and educational programs of master's degrees, it should be
assumed that the students will perform independent training in academic subjects along with
classroom training and receive independent knowledge.

The educational process of master's specialties is completed with the final state certification
(defense of the master's thesis) in accordance with the curriculum.

4.2.1. Minimum requirements for the content of the blocks of academic subjects of the
curriculum:

compulsory subjects block scientific research methodology, scientific research and analysis,
empirical and theoretical research methods, teaching methodology of special subjects, pedagogical
technologies, modern methods of education, up-to-date and deep scientific, methodological,
scientific-technical, technological knowledge of the specialty, training, skills and should form
competencies in students and create a basis for further education in a specific doctoral specialty.



block of elective subjects should ensure that students of the specialty acquire additional in-
depth theoretical and practical knowledge and skills, expand their scientific, pedagogical and
professional competences, taking into account innovative methods and regional factors of the field,
make it possible to acquire master's level professional knowledge and skills in accordance with
educational trajectories.

the block of scientific activity should provide for the mastering of the theory and practice of
scientific research, and the performance of specific scientific research and scientific-pedagogical
work by students in specialized scientific and educational institutions.

In this:

research practice students should develop practical skills of independent research activities,
conduct research, analyze and reflect their results, use modern information bases, form knowledge,
studies and skills for preparing scientific articles and master's thesis;

scientific-pedagogical practice should form the skills and abilities of pedagogical activities
using modern pedagogical and information technologies, interactive methods of educational work,
competence and skills to organize the scientific-methodical provision of the educational process.

When the scientific research practice requires it, the process of gaining experience is
organized for the purpose of carrying out scientific research and experiments. In this case, it is
envisaged that the learner destined for the process of gaining experience will complete the schedule
of the educational process on the basis of an individual work plan.

gaining experience should ensure that students conduct scientific research, deepen their
theoretical and practical knowledge, get acquainted with modern techniques and technologies in a
specific field and branch, form practical professional and scientific research competencies, and
effectively adapt to the profession.

4.2.2. Curricula for higher education courses and specialties are developed for the full
normative period of the educational period (from the first course to the final course), and during this
period it is not allowed to make changes to them, to cancel them, to develop and implement another
curriculum instead.

rules of qualification requirements for training of graduates

5.1. The requirements for the training of graduates of higher education institutions are
described in the qualification requirements of bachelor's education courses and master's specialties.

According to the "International Standard Classification of Education™ (TSSK 2011), in the
higher education system of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the bachelor's degree belongs to the 6th
qualification level, and the master's degree belongs to the 7th qualification level.

Qualification requirements for the preparation of a bachelor should ensure that persons with
a higher education in the field of education can carry out independent and effective work in the
positions they are supposed to occupy, as well as allow them to continue higher education in the
master's degree in the relevant specialty.

The qualification requirements for the master's degree are to ensure that persons with a
master's academic degree are able to effectively engage in independent scientific research, scientific-
pedagogical and professional management activities in the positions that should be occupied by
persons with a master's degree in the specialty, to study in post-higher education in the relevant
specialty (basic doctoral studies, independent researcher) should allow.

5.2. Bachelor's and master's training is carried out in the form of full-time, evening (shift),
part-time (special part-time) and, in necessary cases, distance education based on the state educational
standards of higher education, qualification requirements, curriculum and curriculum. The
educational process is carried out on the basis of the credit-module system. In some (necessary) cases,
the educational process can be implemented on the basis of a rating (evaluation) system.

"Bachelor's” academic degree to undergraduate students who have fully mastered the
theoretical and practical training of educational programs and successfully passed the final state
certification, "Master's" academic degree to those who successfully defended their master's thesis and
successfully passed the final state certification, as well as official documents of the state model of
higher education is given.



Undergraduate studies and master's degrees are also carried out on the basis of joint
educational programs ("Double degree™). In this case, the educational process is carried out in
accordance with the curriculum and educational programs that are drawn up based on the
requirements established in the agreement (contract) between local and foreign higher education
institutions based on the state educational standards and approved in the prescribed manner.

5.3. Opportunities for continuing education for graduates of undergraduate studies and
master's specializations:

Graduates of undergraduate courses have the right to continue their studies in a master's
specialty. The list of master's specializations for continuing studies for certain bachelor's programs is
determined by the competent state body for higher education management;

Graduates of master's degrees can carry out scientific research activities at basic doctoral
studies, doctoral studies, or independent research institutes in the prescribed manner.

6. Volume of the training load

6.1. Undergraduate

The size of the educational load, which includes all types of classroom and non-auditory
studies, is set at 60 credits per academic year and 30 credits per semester. 1 credit is equivalent to a
study load of 30 academic hours.

For higher education institutions implementing the educational process based on the rating
(evaluation) system, the maximum volume of the educational load, which includes all types of
classroom and non-auditory work, is set at 54 academic hours per week.

The volume of classroom training per week for the form of study without production
(daytime):

22-32 academic hours when the educational process is carried out based on the credit-module
system;

22-36 academic hours are determined during the educational process based on the rating
(evaluation) system.

For the non-production (evening) form of study, it is usually five days a week, and the
maximum volume of classroom training is set at 20 hours a week.

The volume of classroom training for the non-production (part-time, special part-time) form
of study is determined to be at least 30% of the non-production (full-time) form of study.

The standard period of study for the part-time (full-time) form of study is divided as follows:

The number of credits for the form of study without separation from production (evening,
part-time, special part-time) is taken in accordance with the credits of the full-time study form.

At least 85% of the volume of theoretical and practical education for all fields of education
should consist of blocks of compulsory and elective subjects consisting of general and specialized
(special) subjects.

The volume of blocks of compulsory and optional subjects in the curricula is determined by
the higher education institution that develops the curriculum based on the specific characteristics of
the educational field.

The procedure for the qualification practice of students of undergraduate education courses
and the procedure for completing the graduation qualification work is determined by the competent
state management body for higher education management.

In order to systematize and optimize the catalog of subjects based on the international
principles of the credit system, it is recommended to determine the distribution of credits by courses
and semesters in the curriculum as follows:

6.2. Master's degree.

The size of the educational load, which includes all types of classroom and non-auditory
studies, is set at 60 credits per academic year and 30 credits per semester. 1 credit is equivalent to a
study load of 30 academic hours.

For higher education institutions implementing the educational process on the basis of the
rating (evaluation) system, the maximum volume of the educational load, which includes all types of
classroom and non-auditory work, is defined as 54 academic hours per week.

The maximum volume of classroom training and scientific activity for the form of study
separated from production (daytime) should be set at 36 academic hours per week.

The standard period of study is divided as follows:

Scientific activity is carried out on the basis of the individual calendar work plan of graduate
students and is divided into the following:

preparation of research work and master's thesis - 60 - 75%;

scientific-pedagogical work and qualification practice — 25 — 40%.

For all educational fields, at least 95% of the volume of theoretical and practical education
should consist of blocks of compulsory and elective subjects consisting of general methodological
and specialized subjects.

The procedure for the preparation of research work and master's thesis and the procedure for
qualification practice (gaining experience) of students of master's specialties is determined by the
competent state management body for the management of higher education.

7. Evaluation of the quality of personnel training and the activities of higher education
institutions

7.1. General requirements for the composition of professors and teachers of undergraduate
educational areas and master's specialties.

Qualified teachers (specialists with master's degree or diploma), candidates of science,
doctor of philosophy (PhD), associate professors, doctor of science (DSc), professors, scientific ,
persons with pedagogical and creative titles, as well as highly qualified specialists and practitioners
with experience should be involved.

Candidates of science, PhD, associate professors, doctor of science (DSc) and professors,
highly qualified specialists and practitioners with scientific, pedagogical and creative titles (degrees)
should be involved in the implementation of the master's curriculum and curriculum.

7.2. Quality control of personnel training.

Quality control of personnel training in undergraduate education and master's specialties
consists of the following:

internal control is carried out by the higher education institution. Internal control is carried
out in accordance with the rating (evaluation) system and the credit-module system established in
accordance with the criteria established by the competent state management body for higher education
management;

the final control of graduates is carried out in the form of final state certification and (or)
defense of the graduation qualification work in bachelor's degree subjects, as well as defense of the
master's thesis in the master's degree in accordance with the curricula of higher education courses and
specialties;

state-public control is carried out in accordance with the procedure established by the
competent state management body for the management of higher education, public organizations, and
personnel contractors;

external control is carried out by the competent state management body for the management
of higher education and the state inspection of the quality of education under the Cabinet of Ministers
of the Republic of Uzbekistan.
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7.3. Evaluation of activities of higher education institutions Evaluation of activities of higher
education institutions of the Republic of Uzbekistan is carried out on the basis of the Law of the
Republic of Uzbekistan "On Education™ and other legal documents.

8. The procedure for developing and implementing qualification requirements for higher
education areas and specialties

8.1. The main purpose and task of the qualification requirements is to determine the
requirements for the knowledge, training, skills and competencies of the bachelor and master
graduates of higher education, based on the requirements and needs of the national qualification
framework, professional standards, personnel employers, employing enterprises, organizations and
institutions .

8.2. The qualification requirements for each of the bachelor's and master's specializations
are the state standard, " State Educational Standard of Higher Education.” The classification of higher
education courses and specialties is developed in accordance with the requirements and needs of the
national qualification framework, professional standards, employers, employers, organizations and
institutions.

Qualification requirements will consist of the following sections:

the name of the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education of the Republic of
Uzbekistan is indicated on the title page, and the name of the field of study or specialty is indicated
in the middle part;

on the surface of the zarvarag, who developed and introduced the qualification requirements,
approved and introduced them, and the status of the document is indicated.

The table of contents shows the main chapters of the qualification requirements.

In the general description of the educational direction or specialty, the field of application of
the qualification requirement, main users, description of professional activities, fields, objects, types
and professional tasks of bachelor's or master's professional activities are presented;

The chapter on requirements for the professional competences of a bachelor's degree or a
master's degree in a specialty specifies the general competencies and professional competencies that
a bachelor's or master's graduate must have.

Bibliographic information is presented in the established order.

The signature of the rector of the base higher education institution, which developed the
qualification requirement, and the signatures of the heads of higher education institutions and
organizations, which passed the agreement process, are placed on the agreement sheet.

Qualification requirements:

"Times New Roman™ font size is printed on both sides of standard A-4 format sheets in the
form of a book;

qualification requirements are prepared by the basic higher education institutions in the areas
of education together with the personnel customers and the employing enterprises, organizations and
institutions and are discussed by the council coordinating the activities of educational and methodical
associations in the areas of higher, secondary special and professional education, as well as after
receiving a positive conclusion of this council, Uzbekistan approved by the Ministry of Higher and
Secondary Special Education of the Republic;

approved qualification requirements are drawn up in two copies according to the established
procedure, the first copy of which is kept as a standard in the center of higher education development
research and application of advanced technologies under the Ministry of Higher and Secondary
Special Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the second copy is kept in the relevant base higher
education institution and copies are copied to other higher education institutions based on applications
distributed to educational institutions.

9. Procedure for development and implementation of curriculum and educational programs

9.1. Procedure for development and implementation of training plans.
9.1.1. The main purpose and task of the curriculum:
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The main goal of the curriculum is to prepare mature and competitive personnel in
accordance with the state educational standards and qualification requirements for bachelor's and
master's qualifications. defining and organizing the logical sequence;

the main task of the curriculum is to bring the educational subjects to an optimal state in a
logical sequence that ensures effective mastering by students in semesters and academic years during
the educational process of a specific bachelor's education field and master's specialty, the period,
types, volume of hours, credits and final control of educational activities setting deadlines.

9.1.2. Development, approval and introduction of educational plans into the educational
process is carried out in the following order:

Curricula according to the state standard for each of the bachelor's and master's majors, "
State Educational Standard of Higher Education.” The classification of higher education fields and
specialties " is developed in accordance with the qualification requirements of undergraduate
educational fields and master's specialties;

Curriculums, with the determination of compulsory and optional subjects related to
educational areas and specialties, based on their content and essence, classroom (lecture, practical,
seminar, laboratory and other classes) and independent classes, educational and production (clinical,
creative and other) practices , in the form of a course project, course work, creative and other
educational tasks are formed in a logical sequence, in accordance with the credits allocated to
subjects;

curriculum includes semesters with a duration of at least 15 academic weeks, 2-4 week
certification sessions after each semester, qualification practices of appropriate duration, vacations
and other academic processes;

curricula:

for the rating (evaluation) system, in the form of a table, A-4 format standard sheets are
printed on both sides of the "book view" in the acceptable size of the "Timcs New Romaii™ font;

in the form of a table for the credit-module system, A-4 format standard sheets are printed
on one side in the form of an aloum in the appropriate size of the font "Times New Roman™ and sewn
together;

In necessary cases, it is allowed to develop curricula in a different form in accordance with
the procedure agreed with the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education of the Republic
of Uzbekistan;

curricula are prepared and approved by higher education institutions;

approved curriculums are drawn up in two copies according to the established procedure,
the first copy of which is kept in the Center for Higher Education Development Research and
Implementation of Advanced Technologies under the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special
Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan, and the second copy is kept in the relevant higher education
institution;

in necessary cases, optional, special courses and other types of training may be included in
addition to curricula by higher education institutions;

developed and approved in the prescribed manner are the basic curricula of the form of (full-
time) education, separated from production. Based on these, working curricula are developed and
approved by relevant higher education institutions for forms of education (evening (shift), part-time
(special part-time), distance) without separation from production.

Higher education institutions may voluntarily develop and approve working curricula in the
following cases:

when it is envisaged that certain educational areas will be divided into relevant types (for
example, sports);

that there is a need to determine elective subjects according to relevance in curricula.

Working curriculums are drawn up in two copies in accordance with the established
procedure, the first copy of which is kept at the Center for Higher Education Development Research
and Implementation of Advanced Technologies under the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special

Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan, and the second copy is kept at the relevant higher education
institution.

9.2. Procedure for development and implementation of educational programs.

9.2.1. The main purpose and task of educational programs:

The main goal of the curriculum is to determine the set of knowledge, skills and
competencies that must be formed for the quality training of competitive specialists by a specific
subject included in the curriculum in accordance with the requirements set for the knowledge,
learning, skills and competencies of a bachelor's and master's degree in accordance with state
educational standards and qualification requirements, the content of the subject and is the
arrangement of its components;

The main tasks of the training program are:

formation of topics of training sessions taking into account the latest achievements of
science, technology, technology related to the subject of education, distribution of educational
materials by topics and types of training sessions in accordance with the form of education and the
time allocated to the subject, optimization and optimization, their logical ensure sequence and
integration with other subjects;

ensuring continuity and continuity between the types of education of the continuous
education system, as well as ensuring that the content and topics of the subject are not repeated with
the content and topics of the subjects of other types of education and related areas;

determining the necessary educational and methodological conditions, educational literature,
didactic materials, and the forms of monitoring the knowledge of students with the help of assessment
tools and methods for mastering the subject, forming subject-related competencies, professional
knowledge and skills in students.

9.2.2. In the curriculum, educational materials are determined in a logical sequence in the
form of lectures, seminars, colloquiums, practical and laboratory exercises, educational and
production (clinical, creative and other) practices, as well as course projects, course work,
independent work in accordance with the purpose and task of the academic subject. , drawing-
accounting, creative, laboratory and other works are included in the curriculum in accordance with
the allocated time standards.

9.2.3. The training program should consist of the following components:

on the cover, the name of the authorized state body for higher education management, the
name of the higher education institution, " State Educational Standard of Higher Education.” The
codes and names of relevant knowledge, fields of study and fields of study (specializations), the full
name of the subject, approved dates and marks according to the current curriculum are indicated in
accordance with the "Classifier of Higher Education Fields and Specialties " ;

on the first page of the curriculum, its main parameters (subject code, from which academic
year it was introduced, semester, credits allocated to the subject (hours), type of subject (compulsory,
elective), language of instruction, class hours per week, name of the subject, audience and volume of
independent classes, the total load is determined in the form of a table;

"The content of the subject" describes the purpose of the subject and its main tasks in relation
to the tasks of training a specialist in the relevant field;

The topics of the "Main theoretical part (lectures)” subject are presented in a logical
sequence, the essence of each topic is expressed through basic concepts and short expressions,
covering the knowledge and skills that must be conveyed to students based on the state educational
standard and qualification requirements. The main theoretical part can be given in the form of
modules;

"Instructions and recommendations on practical training™ in accordance with the essence and
theoretical topics of the academic subject, the topics of practical, seminar and laboratory training, the
forms of conducting these trainings, the technologies, methods, tools recommended to be used in
them, the topics, issues, the content of laboratory work, purpose and other information arising from
the nature of the subject will be covered. Also, the nature, content, purpose, topics, forms of their
implementation, and other information arising from the essence of the subject will be covered. At the
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same time, in this part, brief methodological instructions are given regarding the purpose, task, form,
content of educational and production practices, the form of final works that must be prepared by
students during practice;

The form and content of independent education, topics and tasks intended for independent
work, abstracts, essays, independent (creative) work, problem reports, etc., which must be prepared
by students during independent studies, are presented in the "Independent education and independent
training" section;

In the section "Results of teaching the subject and the professional competences to be
formed" the knowledge, skills and competences that should be acquired by the learner in a particular
subject according to the educational direction (specialty) are described;

In the credit-module system "Students receive loans" the requirements for monitoring
(evaluating) the knowledge of students in the subject and receiving loans are established in the
established order;

For higher education institutions implementing the educational process based on the rating
(evaluation) system, the procedure for monitoring (evaluating) students' knowledge of the subject is
determined in the "Student Rating Procedure™ rating system;

"Basic and additional educational literature and information sources” includes basic
textbooks, study guides and additional literature, resources of the Internet world information network,
dissertation, monograph and other recommended sources of educational, scientific and
methodological information;

on the last page of the curriculum, the name of the higher education institution that developed
it, the name, surname, position, academic degree and titles of the compilers, the name, surname,
workplace, position, academic degree and titles of the reviewers, the number of the statement of the
council of the higher education institution where the curriculum was reviewed is given .

9.2.4. The development, approval and introduction of training programs into the educational
process is carried out in the following order:

educational programs this state standard for each academic subject specified in the curricula,
" State educational standard of higher education." "Classifier of Higher Education Fields and
Specialties " is developed and approved by state higher education institutions in accordance with the
qualification requirements and curricula of undergraduate educational fields and master's majors;

Development and approval of educational programs of "Philosophy" (including "Religious
Studies" and "Fighting Corruption™ topics (modules)) and "Uzbekistan's latest history™ subjects
recommended to be included in the curricula by the relevant base higher education institution in
humanities. and other higher education institutions should use it;

educational programs are formed based on the purpose, task, content and essence of
educational directions and specialties, subject topics and content in a logical sequence in the
established order, following the time standards allocated to the academic subject. Educational
programs can be developed in the form of a Syllabus, meeting the requirements defined in this state
standard;

the text of the curriculum is on standard sheets of A-4 format, size 14 of the "Times New
Roman" font, 1.15 spacing, 20 mm left and right, 25 mm from the bottom, 20 mm from the top, page
numbering is placed in the center of the lower part of the page is suppressed in the case;

after the approval of training programs, they are issued in the form of brochures in A-5
format;

educational programs prepared by higher education institutions are selectively monitored
and analyzed by the Center for Higher Education Development Research and Implementation of
Advanced Technologies under the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education of the
Republic of Uzbekistan from the point of view of compliance and quality with state educational
standards, qualification requirements and curricula of the Republic of Uzbekistan. The results of
monitoring and analysis will be brought to the discussion of the board coordinating the activities of
educational and methodical associations in the areas of higher, secondary special and professional
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education under the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special Education of the Republic of
Uzbekistan, and they will be evaluated;

approved educational programs are drawn up in two copies according to the established
procedure, the first copy of which is kept in the Center for Higher Education Development Research
and Implementation of Advanced Technologies under the Ministry of Higher and Secondary Special
Education of the Republic of Uzbekistan, and the second copy is kept in the relevant higher education
institution;

developed and approved educational programs (syllabi) are the basic educational programs
of the (full-time) form of education, separated from production. Based on these, working curricula
are developed and approved by relevant higher education institutions for forms of education (evening
(shift), part-time (special part-time), distance) without separation from production.
