           Having listened to the report of B. Tukhtamishev, Vice-Rector for Academic Affairs, regarding the issue of approving the "Procedure for evaluating and monitoring students' learning outcomes in the credit-module system" at Jizzakh State Pedagogical University, and based on the opinions expressed by the members of the Council, the University Council
DECIDES:

"PROCEDURE FOR EVALUATING AND MONITORING STUDENTS' LEARNING OUTCOMES IN THE CREDIT-MODULE SYSTEM AT JIZZAKH STATE PEDAGOGICAL UNIVERSITY"
1. Developed based on: Decree No. PF-5847 of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated October 8, 2019, "On approval of the Concept for the development of the higher education system of the Republic of Uzbekistan until 2030"; Decree No. PF-6108 of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated November 6, 2020, "On measures to develop education, upbringing and science in the new era of Uzbekistan's development"; the Procedure for Transferring, Reinstating, and Expelling Students of Higher Education Institutions approved by Resolution No. 393 of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated June 20, 2017; the Procedure for Assigning and Paying Scholarships to Students of Higher Education Institutions approved by Resolution No. 59 of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated January 31, 2020; the Procedure for Introducing a Credit-Module System into the Educational Process in Higher Education Institutions approved by Resolution No. 824 of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated December 31, 2020; the Regulations on Granting Academic Leave to Students of Higher Education Institutions of the Republic of Uzbekistan; the Regulations on the System of Monitoring and Evaluating Students' Knowledge in Higher Education Institutions approved by Order No. 19-2018 of August 9, 2018; STATE EDUCATIONAL STANDARD OF HIGHER EDUCATION, account number 43, registered by the Ministry of Justice of the Republic of Uzbekistan on October 20, 2021. BASIC PROVISIONS; Order No. 259 of the Ministry of Higher Education, Science and Innovation of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated June 9, 2023, "On Improving the Processes of Developing Regulatory and Methodological Documents of Higher Education"; the PROCEDURE for organizing the educational process on the basis of the credit-module system and monitoring students' knowledge at Jizzakh State Pedagogical University (ACADEMIC REGULATIONS) approved by Resolution No. n.t.3 of the University Council of Jizzakh State Pedagogical University dated July 19, 2023; and the Charter of Jizzakh State University. 
The purpose of evaluating and monitoring students' learning outcomes in the credit-module system is to monitor students' mastery of curricula based on their individual educational trajectory, in accordance with the current state educational standards; to organize the educational process through the Hemis - Information System for Managing Higher Education Processes by the Registrar's Office; to organize students' enrollment in subjects; and to introduce a transparent, objective, and fair system for evaluating students' learning outcomes by organizing the process of forming students' individual educational trajectories.

3. The main tasks of evaluating and monitoring students' learning outcomes in the credit-module system are as follows:
to monitor and analyze the level of formation of relevant knowledge, skills, and abilities in students in accordance with state educational standards and qualification requirements.
The main principles of assessing students' knowledge, skills, and abilities are:

 being based on state educational standards and qualification requirements; 
ensuring accuracy, fairness, reliability, and transparency in assessing knowledge; 
organizing and analyzing the systematic and timely assimilation of educational material by students; 
developing students' independent work skills and organizing the effective use of information resource sources; 
objectively and fairly assessing students' knowledge and publishing the results in a timely manner; 
ensuring comprehensive and continuous preparation of students within the framework of the curriculum and others.
AI. ORGANIZATION OF THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS BASED ON THE CREDIT-MODULE SYSTEM
6. The credit-module system is applied in all fields of study and master's specialties where the form of education is specified in the curriculum as being in the credit-module system, regardless of the form of education.
7. In the credit-module system of education, students accumulate credit units by mastering the elements of the curriculum and educational program in a specific field of study and specialty.
In this case, students who have achieved only positive indicators of learning during the academic semester are awarded the credits provided for educational elements.
Based on the student's learning indicators in the academic semester and the amount of credits planned for the educational element, the grade point average (GPA) is calculated.
The passing (minimum) value of the GPA is determined by the University Council, and it is the basis for the successful completion of the academic year (semester) by students and their transfer from course to course.

At the beginning of each academic year (usually in the first two weeks):
students are provided with information on the list of educational elements planned for the academic year in the curriculum, their content, the amount of credits offered for them, the passing value of the GPA, learning rules, evaluation criteria, procedures for expulsion from the course, the procedure, rules, and payment amounts for re-earning unearned credits;

course syllabi are posted on the university website in order to communicate them to students. It reflects the content of the course, learning procedures, types of control, number, forms and evaluation criteria, and a list of used literature;

in accordance with the curriculum, the personal educational trajectory of each student is formed by the employees assigned by the registrar's office under the supervision of the faculty dean. Students are given the opportunity to independently choose subjects within the elective courses specified in the curriculum on the basis of alternatives in their personal educational trajectory;

elective courses are chosen at the end of the academic year for the following academic year;

students can change the subjects they have chosen within the first week of each academic semester. In this case, students apply individually or in groups to the faculty dean. If the application is satisfied, the faculty dean makes a proposal to the university rector to amend the teaching load and staff units of the department teaching the relevant subjects;

students may be given the opportunity to choose teaching staff within the course. The procedure for this is determined by the University Council.
9. In accordance with the curriculum, a student is given the opportunity to accumulate 30 credits per academic semester and 60 credits per academic year. 1 credit is equal to 30 academic hours of study load.

        In the full-time form of education, 40-50 percent of the study load in subjects is allocated to classroom hours in undergraduate educational programs, and 30-40 percent in master's specialties.

         In the part-time form of education, the share of classroom hours in the study load of subjects is determined in the amount of at least 30 percent of the full-time form of education, and in the evening form of education, it is set at 20 hours per week.
10. The total number of credits for the entire period of study is:

         at the bachelor's level - 180 credits (5400 academic hours) when the study period is 3 years, 240 credits (7200 academic hours) when it is 4 years, and 360 credits (10800 academic hours) when it is 6 years;

         at the master's level - 60 credits (1800 academic hours) when the study period is 1 year, and 120 credits (3600 academic hours) when it is 2 years.
11. For students admitted to study in extended terms due to decisions of the State Admission Commission to extend the period for additional admissions or making payments, the period for mastering educational elements, attendance, and accumulating credits begins from the date they were recommended for admission. 

IV. MONITORING AND EVALUATING STUDENTS' LEARNING OUTCOMES IN THE CREDIT-MODULE SYSTEM
12. Monitoring students' knowledge at the university is carried out by conducting current (activity in daily lessons), mid-term, and final assessment types based on the University's academic regulations.
13. Mid-term assessment is carried out during the semester to assess the student's knowledge and practical skills after the relevant section of the course curriculum has been completed.

The tasks for the mid-term and final assessment types are developed by the relevant department's faculty and approved by the head of the department.
         14. The mid-term assessment type can be carried out up to 2 times in a semester, depending on the characteristics and volume of each subject.
           The number, form, and duration of the mid-term assessment type are determined by the department teaching the subject and submitted to the registrar's office at least 1 week before the start of the academic semester.
           The mid-term assessment type must be clearly indicated in the course syllabus.

15. The student's completion of practical, seminar, laboratory exercises, and independent learning assignments, as well as their activity in these exercises, is assessed by the course instructor throughout the semester and taken into account when assessing the mid-term assessment type.
In this case, the average of the grades given in the exercises is re-averaged with the grade given in the mid-term assessment type and formalized.
16. The mid-term assessment type is not conducted for subjects where classroom exercises are less than 2 academic hours per week (4 academic hours in medical fields).
For subjects where the mid-term assessment is not conducted, the mid-term assessment grade is taken based on the average of the grades given for the completion of practical, seminar, laboratory exercises, and independent learning assignments, as well as the student's activity in these exercises.
17. The final assessment type is conducted at the end of the semester (at the end of the course in medical fields) to determine the degree to which the student has mastered theoretical knowledge and practical skills in the relevant subject.
18. The form of conducting the final assessment type is determined by the department teaching the subject, reflected in the course syllabus, and carried out in accordance with the schedule for conducting the final assessment types developed by the sector for organizing control work and evaluation of the registrar's office and approved by the Vice-Rector for Academic Affairs.

19. The professor-teacher who conducted the training sessions in the relevant subject is not allowed to participate in conducting the final assessment.
Final assessments are evaluated on the basis of a commission organized by the centralized sector for organizing control work and evaluation. By agreement, professors and teachers from other higher education institutions in the relevant subject can be involved in conducting and evaluating the final assessment type.
At the university, for conducting final assessments in the 2023-2024 academic year, final assessment questions (written, test, oral, and practical) are prepared for bachelor's full-time, evening education programs, and master's specialties from the questions received with the conclusion of the expert group formed by the faculty dean and the letter of guarantee from the head of the department. In this case:
· Written final assessment questions should consist of 5 questions in the form of a ticket and be given two academic hours or 80 minutes on a graphical basis, and the student's submitted written work is checked and evaluated by the commission allocated to the subject within one day, and is handed over to the employee of the evaluation sector with the protocol signed, and the entry of the protocols into the Hemis platform is ensured by the employees of the sector for informationizing academic records assigned to the faculties;
· Test-style final assessment questions are placed in the Hemis system by course, and there will be 25 questions and 40 minutes will be given;
·  Oral final assessment questions consist of 3-5 questions, and each student is given 1 minute to think about each question and 1 minute to answer, and the grades are entered into the protocol by the commission immediately;
· Practical final assessments consist of 5 questions, and are taken on the basis of established norms, and it is taken into account that the grades are entered into the protocol immediately.
20. In medical fields, the mid-term and final assessment types are carried out by a commission organized by the head of the department. The composition of the commission is formed from among the subject's professors and teachers and field specialists.
21. In medical fields, the mid-term and final assessment types can be carried out in the form of an Objective Structured Clinical Examination (OSCE) or Objective Structured Examination (OSE).

22. The assignments for the mid-term and final assessment types should: 
          be aimed at analyzing current topics and problem situations of the subject by students, and be expressed logically and understandably;
be aimed at determining the students' level of mastering the subject, analytical skills, independent thinking, and the ability to make independent decisions in their future professional activities;
be based on clear normative-legal documents and be directly related to practice;
be updated every academic year, taking into account changes in the content of the subject.
23. In the credit-module system, the assessment of students' learning outcomes is carried out in a 100-point system and converted to a 5-grade system on the Hemis platform.
           A student's learning outcomes are evaluated based on the following criteria by converting them to a 5-grade system:
"5" (Excellent) is given when the student is found to be able to make independent conclusions and decisions, think creatively, reason independently, apply the acquired knowledge in practice, understand the essence of the subject (topic), knows, can express, tell about, and has an idea about the subject (topic);
"4" (Good) is given when the student is found to be able to reason independently, apply the acquired knowledge in practice, understand the essence of the subject (topic), knows, can express, tell about, and has an idea about the subject (topic);
"3" (Satisfactory) is given when the student is found to be able to apply the acquired knowledge in practice, understand the essence of the subject (topic), knows, can express, tell about, and has an idea about the subject (topic);
"2" (Unsatisfactory) is given when the student has not mastered the course curriculum, does not understand the essence of the subject (topic), and does not have an idea about the subject (topic).
24. The student must have passed the mid-term assessment type for the relevant subject and, if provided for in the curriculum, defended the course work (project) by the deadline for the final assessment type.
Students who have failed to defend the course work (project) are considered academically indebted in the relevant subject.
25. A student is not admitted to the final assessment type in the relevant subject in the following cases: 
has not passed the mid-term assessment type, has not defended the course work (project) if it is provided for in the curriculum, and is assessed with a "2" (unsatisfactory) grade for this assessment type and defense;
has missed 25 percent or more of the classroom hours allocated to a subject without valid reason.
26. Students' knowledge of educational elements, with the exception of course work (projects), qualifying internships, master's student internships, final state certification of graduate students, and other educational activities, is evaluated based on the criteria presented in paragraph 23 of this procedure and added to the current and mid-term assessments.
In part-time and evening forms of education, the results of evaluating course work (projects) are accepted as a mid-term assessment type.
27. No more than 1 final assessment type is conducted per day, and it is ensured that the final assessment types are conducted on the basis of the academic process schedule.
28. A student who is not admitted to the final assessment type, does not attend it, and receives an unsatisfactory grade in this assessment type is considered academically indebted.

29. If a student does not attend the mid-term or final assessment type for valid reasons, the student is allowed to take the relevant assessment type on the basis of a separate schedule based on the order of the faculty dean. 

A student who has not been admitted to the final assessment type, does not attend it, and receives an unsatisfactory grade in this assessment type is allowed to retake the debt once free of charge. Students who do not use this opportunity have the right to retake the course on a paid basis at their own expense.
30. Starting one month before the end of the academic semester, a student is given the opportunity to master the lessons on a separate schedule, based on their application, due to the fact that their spouse or parents are being sent on a long-term business trip to a foreign country in accordance with government decisions and instructions for this semester.
This procedure can also be applied to students who are taking academic leave for the purpose of restoring their health, pregnancy and childbirth, as well as caring for children, and caring for a sick family member, provided that supporting documents are submitted.
In the next semester, these students can directly participate in classes or take academic leave, or be expelled from the student body according to their application.
31. Academically indebted students have the right to retake the unmastered subjects on a paid basis at their own expense after paying the fee based on the amount of the basic payment-contract amount in proportion to the amount of unmastered credits in the relevant subjects during the vacation or in subsequent semesters.
The payment amount for unmastered credits is calculated by dividing the basic payment-contract amount for the relevant field of study by the total credits allocated to one academic year in the curriculum to determine the value corresponding to one credit.
32. Academic debt for the autumn semester can be eliminated during the spring semester, at a time other than academic activities, or in a summer semester organized at the university at the initiative of the student.
In this case, the student is allowed to participate in the educational processes of the spring semester subjects.
33. The duration of the summer semester is determined on the basis of the academic calendar by undergraduate educational programs, master's specialties, and courses, and is organized on the basis of the following regulations:
before the start of the summer semester, the student expresses his/her desire to study in the summer semester to the employee assigned to the faculties from the registrar's office;
applications received through students are collected by the sector for managing and informing the process of compiling academic records of the university registrar's office, and a timetable is drawn up for these students for the summer semester, and classes are organized after the student pays the tuition fee;
 the summer semester is organized on the basis of the principle of transparent assessment of students' knowledge based on the assessment system described in this procedure.
The professors and teachers involved in the summer semester are paid on an hourly basis. 

34. A student who has not participated in the qualifying internship without valid reasons, as well as in cases where the results of the internship are assessed as "2" (unsatisfactory), is considered academically indebted.
Academic debt in the qualifying internship is allowed to be re-earned on the basis of the rules established in paragraphs 31-32 of this Procedure, depending on the nature and program of the internship.
If the internship program does not allow re-earning to be carried out outside of academic activities or during vacation, the student is dropped from the course in accordance with the established procedure.
35. A student is given credit for the educational element for the academic semester when the learning indicator from the relevant educational elements is "60" points or more, according to the "3" (satisfactory) point system.
A student is not given credit if they are evaluated unsatisfactorily or score points for the educational element.
36. The assessment of students' knowledge in subjects that continue for two or more academic semesters is carried out according to the rules established in this procedure.
In this case, the graduate's diploma supplement and the transcript (academic record) provided during the period of study shall formalize the learning indicator in the last semester in which the subject was taught.
V. TRANSFERRING STUDENTS FROM COURSE TO COURSE, RETAINING STUDENTS IN A COURSE, AND EXPULSION FROM THE STUDENT BODY 
37. A student is transferred from course to course when the student's GPA is equal to or higher than the passing value and all subjects and other educational elements for the academic year have been mastered.
A student who has not been able to accumulate the passing value of the GPA as a result of re-earning is retained in the relevant course for re-study.
The faculty dean informs the student retained in the course by order of the rector and informs them of the procedures for re-studying the course and the date of commencement of the academic semester in the following academic year.
A student dropped from the course is not allowed to re-study the course in the same academic year.
38. Students dropped from the course re-study only the subject(s) they have not mastered, starting from the beginning of the relevant academic semester. In this case, the value of the payment-contract is calculated on the basis of the rules established in paragraph 31 of this Procedure.
39. The re-study of the course by students dropped from the course is organized in the following order:
the student applies to the rector of the university with an application for re-studying the course before the start of the relevant academic semester (no later than August 25 for the autumn semester and February 15 for the spring semester);
on the basis of the application, the faculty dean calculates the list of subjects and other educational elements that the student will re-study (master) and the amount of credits allocated to them, on this basis determines the payment-contract value of the study and informs the student;
after the student makes the established payment-contract payment for the study, an order of the rector is issued on allowing him/her to re-study the course.
Students dropped from the course study subsequent courses only on a payment-contract basis.
40. The appointment and payment of scholarships to students is carried out in accordance with the Regulation "On the procedure for appointing and paying scholarships to students of higher education institutions" approved by Resolution No. 59 of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated January 31, 2020.
41. The number of re-studies in a course on a payment-contract basis is not limited. 
         However, the total duration of education is set at up to 8 years for the bachelor's degree after being admitted to the 1st year, and up to 4 years for the master's degree after being admitted to the 1st year.
Students who have not accumulated the relevant credits and have not mastered the subjects within these periods shall have all their credits burned and shall be expelled from the student body.
In such cases, students expelled from the student body will not have their studies reinstated.
42. When a student is expelled from the student body, the remainder of the payment made in advance for the relevant academic year or semester is returned to the relevant party upon written request, after deducting the actual expenses incurred for the period of study.
In this case, the amount of the refundable payment is determined by multiplying the number of months remaining until the end of the academic year by one-twelfth (one-tenth for graduating courses) of the payment-contract amount approved for the relevant academic year.
The period until the last date of the month in which the order on the student's expulsion from the student body was issued is considered the student's period of study.
VI. TRANSFERRING, REINSTATING, AND ACADEMIC MOBILITY OF STUDENTS
43. The transfer and reinstatement of students is carried out on the basis of the requirements of the Regulation "On the procedure for transferring, reinstating, and expelling students of higher education institutions" approved by Resolution No. 393 of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated June 20, 2017.
44. Students who are transferring their studies to another higher education institution are provided with a transcript of the established model, reflecting their learning indicators and accumulated credits for the academic semesters they studied at the university.
45. Based on the transcript provided by the educational institution where the students transferring and reinstating their studies previously studied, the course and semester of the student is determined by the sector for organizing control work and evaluation of the registrar's office, and the student is officially informed about this.
46. The credits of students who are transferring their studies from higher education institutions where the credit-module system has not been implemented, including foreign higher education institutions, as well as students who were expelled from the student body during the period when the credit-module system was not in effect and are reinstating their studies, are calculated on the basis of the educational programs they mastered up to the relevant course and academic semester, and are formalized in the registration documents.
47. The relevant course and semester of a student transferring or reinstating their studies is determined on the basis of the following rules:
academic differences are determined on the basis of the presented transcript, the curriculum of the field of study (specialty) being transferred (reinstated), as well as the catalog of subjects and syllabus;

if the academic differences in the subjects of the compulsory subjects block (specialty) of the curriculum exceed 30 credits, the applicant being transferred is offered a corresponding course or academic semester or is rejected;
academic differences are determined only for completed subjects, on the basis of the content of the subject catalog and syllabi (not by the name of the subject). In this case, if more than half of the subjects divided into two or more semesters have been taught, the subject is considered completed and is accepted as an academic difference;
depending on the academic differences of students transferring their studies, it is decided to accept the student to the specified course or one course lower;
         when there are academic differences of no more than 30 credits, differences in non-specialty subjects, elective subjects, and other educational elements, the applicant is accepted to the relevant course and academic semester as academically indebted;
the student who has been accepted as academically indebted is allowed to re-earn the debt on the basis of the rules established in paragraphs 31-32 of this procedure;
the applicant can transfer (reinstate) their studies with existing academic debt in the higher education institution where they previously studied. In this case, the applicant is admitted to the student body as academically indebted. The debt subject is not designated as an academic difference.
According to the current State Educational Standard, if students studying in state and non-state higher education institutions in the Republic with the same qualification requirements are transferring their studies without changing their field, they will continue their studies from the recommended course, regardless of the differences in subjects, and will master the identified subject differences as academic debt.
48. To ensure academic mobility and the recognition of a student’s credits by the higher education institution, the following documents are used:
Catalog of courses;

A training agreement in a designated form, reference, and certificate. 
These documents reflect the results of education and serve as the basis for recognizing and transferring credits at the university.
The training agreement specifies which higher education institution the payment for tuition fees and other educational expenses will be made.
49. The number of credits accumulated by a student under the university's educational program is counted as equivalent to the amount of credits to be mastered according to the educational outcomes established by the other higher education institution.
50. Based on the recommendation of the sending higher education institution, the student submits the necessary documents for implementing academic mobility to the receiving higher education institution. The sending higher education institution provides the student with a transcript in the designated form.
51. During the student's academic mobility period, the educational elements specified to be mastered cannot be changed without the consent of the sending higher education institution and without agreement with it.
The educational outcomes stipulated in the programs of foreign partner higher education institutions, centers, and organizations must correspond to or complement the learning outcomes of the sending higher education institution’s educational program. During mobility, the indicators of the academic year are analyzed, and the credits are recognized.
52. The set of educational elements that the student is expected to master at the receiving higher education institution, as well as their integration into the educational program of the higher education institution, must be clearly specified in the educational agreement. 
         The number of credits to be mastered at the receiving higher education institution should be proportional to the period of study abroad.
The credits acquired by the student during the mobility period (fully or partially) will be recognized by the sending higher education institution.
 Upon returning to the sending higher education institution, the decision to transfer the student to the next course or to keep them in the same course will be made based on the number of credits accumulated during the mobility period, according to the existing regulations
53. The university takes on the obligation to provide students with the possibility of mastering the educational elements planned under the academic mobility program. In doing so, the student will not be charged for resolving academic discrepancies.
54. It is not required to establish educational agreements regarding academic mobility within the framework of the educational programs developed in collaboration with partner universities, centers, and organizations.
55. According to the educational agreement, the indicators determining the student's level of knowledge during the academic mobility period will be accepted based on the conversion table of the assessment systems of higher education institutions to other assessment systems. 
56. The internship agreement (contract) will be signed by the student, the higher education institution, and the receiving organization in a tripartite manner.
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58.
A certificate confirming the completion of the internship will be issued by the receiving institution to ensure the transparency of the knowledge acquired by the student during the internship and to validate it.
VII. FINAL PROVISIONS
59. Disputes arising from issues defined in this procedure shall be resolved by the University Council.

60. Relations related to the educational process but not covered by this procedure shall be regulated in accordance with the current legislation of the Republic of Uzbekistan.
61. If the rules established in this procedure contradict the laws of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the decrees and resolutions of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan, the decisions of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Uzbekistan, and the rules and regulations adopted by the authorized state governance bodies in the field of education, the rules and regulations established by higher authorities shall apply.
